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Berkley Riverfront Park Master Plan
January Public Meetings Summary

The first public meeting was Wednesday, January 18, 2006 at Southtown Council (6814 Troost) from 6:00
p.m. to 7:30 p.m. to gather input about existing park conditions and desired improvements from Kansas
City residents living south of the Missouri River. A second meeting with the same goal and purpose was
held January 19, 2006 at Northland Neighborhood Incorporated offices (5312 Chouteau Trafficway) for
residents living north of the river.

Combined, approximately 60 community residents and stakeholders, City Staff and Council
representatives, as well as Port Authority Board members participated in the meetings.

Each meeting opened with City Staff and the Consultant Team giving a joint PowerPoint presentation
outlining the history, goals, and objectives of the Berkley Riverfront Park Master Plan . After the
presentation meeting participants were divided into small groups to discuss park issues, answer four (4)
general questions about the park, and complete a dot exercise related to important park attributes. At the
end of the meeting, an appointed representative from each small group summarized his/her groupOs
comments to the reconvened, larger group. The comments collected from each were noted on flip charts.
Participants were encouraged to use the blank comment cards provided to express additional comments
to staff. Findings for both meetings have been consolidated and are summarized below.

¥ How many have been to Berkley Park and what are your reasons for going to the Park?

Roughly 80% of participants had been to the park previously
The majority had been to the park for events (Oktoberfest, Riverfest, 4“‘)
Many had been to the park for recreation (passive, related to trails)

Some had been to the park for sight seeing (river views, city views)
